Since its founding, the Art Calendar has consistently reflected the times and the work of 
NFTS/WRJ. The calendar was developed initially as a fundraising tool for sisterhoods 
that purchased calendars for 10 cents and, in turn, sold them for 25 cents.  In addition to its 
practical use, the calendar also introduced purchasers to new Jewish artists, educated them 
about the scope of Jewish art, and encouraged women to collect art.  It likewise reflected the 
world outside of the organization. For example, the 1943–1945 calendar included information 
about air raids and fire bombs, compliments of the U.S. Office of Civil Defense.
