The sale of  Uniongrams—“messages from the heart to the heart”—was 
one of  the earliest initiatives of  NFTS/WRJ and has been an essential 
part of  its fundraising activities for decades.

In a 1918 letter, Stella Heinsheimer Freiberg, chairman of  the National 
Committee on Uniongram, defined the purpose of  these “telegrams of  
congratulation” as “Every Uniongram that we send bears not only a 
greeting from individual to individual, but as a Sisterhood function, it 
conveys a message from the united body of  Jewish women it represents, 
and thus constantly spreads the idea of  the Sisterhood.”
